A large
number of documents excavated from the Center are the deliveries and withdrawals of animals,

This paper reseaches a special document of a big
gift list. It records that the King Shulgi, the Queen Shulgi- simti, other 3 wives of the King and their
37 accompanying persons attend a banquet and get the special gold and silver objects, furnitures,

clothings, food and so on. Thus, we can speculate that the politics of Empire is stable, the economy

is well-

developed, the life of royal family is luxury.
