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A unique and very important subsector of the civil society in the Unit
ed States is U. S.-based international nonprofits. T heir formation and
development is closely connected with the rise of the United States as
a superpower, progress of globalization, revolutions in science and
technology as well as world politics in the post Cold War era. The to
tal number of such nonprofits is less than one percent of IRS exempt
organizations. They have, however, magnificent technological and
institutional capacities, and considerable influence over international
affairs. Now U.S.-based international nonprofits have built up ideal
channels for American public diplomacy. As a key component of A-
merican soft power, they play one of the fundamental roles to serve
American diplomacy and to carry out American national security
strategy in the 21st century.
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The ROKUS FTA is still awaiting Senate approval, though it was
signed in 2007 by the U.S. and South Korea. T he most critical factor
which is responsible for that situation is Democrats pursuit for New
Trade Policy. In 2006, the overall victory in midterm congressional e
lection provided a chance for Democrats to promote their policy.
While reflecting the concerns of interests groups, the New Trade Pol
icy actually has more ambitious goals including redefining U. S.-
South Korea economic relationship, creating a new approach for
U. S. trade policy and setting an example for U.S. future participa
tion in bilateral and multilateral trade negotiations.
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
