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explore, with a strategic foresight, new ways and take up new opportunities in furthering their relations more

energetically so that they are able to jointly confront common challenges in a more skillful manner.

8. Reemergence of the Germany Issue” in Europe, by Ding Yuanhong, former Chinese Ambassador to
EU and presently Advisor and Senior Fellow at CPDS.  Continuous blows of the global financial crisis and the
European sovereign debt crisis have landed on various countries in Europe and have really put them to the most
severe test ever since the end of WWII, with the exception of Germany, which is the least—hit and the first to
pull out of the economic plight. Germany’s economic strength has made the foundation on which to help it take
up the No.l position in Europe, and, by exerting considerable influence on its foreign policy, provides it with
more of the say inside Europe. Elevation of Germany’s economic strength will possibly stir up once again the

Germany Issue” and will carry profound implications for the future directions that Europe will take.

9. Characteristics of the Indian Nationalism and Its Global Implications, by Major General Zheng

Shan, Professor at the PLA Kunming Army College. India is a regional power founded on the traditions of
nationalism.  During the long course of its development, three main sects have been formed, i.e., secular
nationalism represented by the interests of the Indian upper class, national revivalism of Hinduism represented
by the interests of the middle class, and the Islamic Movement represented by the interests of Muslims. These
three sects retain respectively a pretty strong political feature, thematic feature and uncompromising feature.
Contradictions and conflicts between and among them have not only given rise to uncertainty along with India’s
development and rise, but carried complex and profound implications for the economic globalization and multi-
polarization process the world is now undergoing.

10. Interpretation of the International Prestige Policy and Its Implications for China, by Prof. Zhang

Xinping, Deputy Dean of School of Politics and Administration, Lanzhou University and a doctoral mentor, and
Ren Yuan(F), a 2008 class post—graduate student specializing in international relations at the same school. The
international prestige policy is an important part of Morgenthau’s realism theory on international relations.
Proceeding from power and interests, Hans Morgenthau made a systematic elaboration on the means and goals for
seeking prestige by the states in the international community and those easily —made blunders in the
implementation of that policy. International prestige for a country is a kind of political influence in the
international community as well as an aspect of soft power. As a developing and emerging power, China’s image
as a responsible country has been recognized and acclaimed by more and more countries in the world with the
elevation of its comprehensive national strength. In the meantime, its international prestige is also being greatly
enhanced, which is sure to carry much weight on the facilitation of world peace and development and promotion
