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identity of emerging powers in two dimensions: content and contention. It discovers that the recognition of collective
identity of emerging powers is low. In order to construct collective identity emerging powers should follow the argu—
ing logic in communicative rationality. China as a member of the emerging powers can play a positive role in the

construction process.

Webbed Public Diplomacy: the Analysis based on Two Research Perspectives

Webbed public diplomacy is a new type of public diplomacy in the information era and has become increasingly in—
fluential. Its emergence and development are attributed to both the theoretical support of international relations re—
search and technical promotion from Internet which is milestone of communication technology. Webbed public diplo—
macy turns the non-state actors in public diplomacy from theoretical concept to real entities and changes the way of
communication from “authoritative monologue” of government to “dialogue” and “cooperation”. Meanwhile Inter—
net and network management become the new major elements in influencing international image and webbed public
diplomacy also requires more of government’s capability in crisis management. Hence webbed public diplomacy is

vital for the construction of China’s positive international image.
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The Differentiated Selections of Outward FDI of East Asian Countries by  Sun Wenli & Qiu Yi
By comparing the “going out” of Chinese firms “in this century” and the large scale foreign investment of Japanese
and Korean companies in the 1970s and 1980s the paper finds that in spite of commonality in some important prin—
ciples there still exist differences in the three nations such as market entry mode location choice and industrial or—
ganization due to different stages of economic development and historical environment. These similarities and differ—

ences would provide useful references for Chinese enterprises in the future process of internationalization.
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On U.S. Cyberdeterrence Strategy by  Cheng Qun & He Qisong
The United States highly depends on cyberspace which is vulnerable to attack. In order to prevent potential adver—
saries from cyber attack the U. S. carries out cyberdeterrence strategy. So the U. S. announces policy on cyberde—
terrence with great fanfare; and develops modern cyber weapons to realize deterrence by punishment and deterrence
by denial; and constructs better systems of the cyberdeterrence strategy. But there are many unavoidable difficulties

and challenges in the course of implementation which may damage the effects of the cyberdeterrence strategy.

US Somalia Policy in George W. Bush Years by  Cui Ge
Somalia had faded out of U. S. focus since “the Black Hawk ” in 1993. However the agenda of American diploma—
cy was dramatically adjusted by “9.11” terrorist attack which upgraded anti+terrorism to the core of the national
security strategy. Somalia regained America’s attention for the possibility of being another breeding ground for terror—
ism like Afghanistan. In the George W. Bush years U.S. greatly broadened its intervention. Nevertheless U. S.
involvement neither restored peace for this country nor prevented Islamic extremism from extension as it wished.
U. S. policy to Somalia during this period was defined as a failure which is doomed by the “Bush Doctrine” which

prefers military power to reconciliation.
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
