India’s Role Choice and Diplomatic Strategy in the Game of Powers:
An Analysis Based on Russia-Ukraine Conflict

The Russia-Ukraine conflict has brought shocking impacts on the global
political and economic scenario, highlighting a geopolitical rivalry between
Moscow and Washington-led West. India’s neutral stance, as an issue of dispute
and despite the mounting pressure from the West, proves an outcome of balancing
its national interests, including risk assessments, adherence to strategic autonomy,
and indispensable defense reliance on Russia among others. It also seems New
Delhi’s necessary option in terms of reducing strategic disadvantages involved and
pursuing its own benefits. Drawn into the unexpected strategic game between
major powers, India has tried to secure strategic cooperation with the US while
keeping its partnership with Russia intact by equally engaging with the opposing
parties, improving passivity in the dilemma, and seeking a role of mediation. This
article examines how India has reacted to the conflict in Ukraine as well as the
unfolding encounters between major powers behind, thereby helping understand

India’s role choice and diplomatic maneuvers in international affairs.

Generalization of India’s Security Dilemma Towards China:
Manifestations, Motivations and Rescue Policy Options

After the conflict in the Galwan Valley, India’s security dilemma towards
China was aggravated and significantly generalized, and began to extend to the
bilateral political, economic and cultural fields. The generalization of India’s

It can be predicted that India’s security dilemma towards China is a long-
term phenomenon, and India’s China policy will always be both positive and

negative.

On the Practices and Enlightenment of China’s Promotion for Developments
of China-Pakistan Relations in the mid of 1950's Reviews Centered on
Chinese and Pakistan Premiers Exchange Visits in 1956

Since the establishment ofdiplomatic relations between China and Pakistan,
the bilateral relations of the two countries had not developed smoothly. The main
reason was Pakistan joined Southeast Asia Treaty Organization (SEATO) and
Baghdad Pact, the two military alliance systems dominated by Western Powers.
Confronted with the difficult situation, based on the spirit of seeking common
ground while reserving differences, China dedicated to develop good-neighboring
relations with Pakistan. On October, 1956, Pakistan Premier Suhrawardy visited
China. During his trip, Chinese leaders expressed understanding to Pakistan’s
decision to join SEATO and Baghdad Pact, reiterated that China would never
carry out external expansions. On December, 1956, Chinese Premier Zhou Enlai
visited Pakistan. During his trip, Zhou repeatedly stressed that China needed a
peaceful international environment for economic construction. For the issue of
Kashmir, on one hand, China adopted a policy of non-intervention, on the other
hand, China sincerely hoped that Pakistan and India could solve the problem

through a peaceful consultation, and be aware of imperialist countries’
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
