Abstract: The question of Japan and South Korea about the durability of the separation between China and the United States in terms
of economic and security relations can be summarised as the ‘Lee Kuan Yew question’. Reviewing the changes in the economic
and trade relations between South Korea and Japan with China in recent years, the geopolitical debates between South Korea and
Japan around the strategic game between China and the United States, as well as the changes in the regional security situation, it
is not difficult to see that, Unlike the ‘Dual Structure’ theory of East Asia, which has been popular for more than 10 years, Japan
and South Korea have been clearly ‘alienating China and getting closer to the United States’ in economic and trade affairs since
2019. In terms of security, they have been increasing their security cooperation with the United States since 2017, and have been
continuously increased their military spending under pressure from the United States, which has led to an increase in regional
tensions. Japan and South Korea are likely to further weaken their economic and trade relations with China after the United States
regards China as its ‘biggest strategic competitor’, and thus the so-called ‘Dual Structure’ in Northeast Asia may come to an end.
